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THE HISTORIC CITY OF SALISBURY 
  

                       
 
A few historical facts about Salisbury……… 
 
The city was established in 1220 but there has been a settlement there 
since prehistory. 
 
The main body of the cathedral took 38 years to build and is a 
masterpiece of early English architecture. 
 
The spire is 123m (404 feet) high and is the tallest in the U.K. 
 
The cathedral has the best preserved of the 4 surviving copies of the 
1215 Magna Carta, which was the first document to limit a king’s power 
and was the inspiration for the U.S constitution. 
 
Inside the cathedral is a large mechanical clock, installed in 1386 and 
which is the oldest in Britain. 
 
Charles II moved his court to Salisbury during the Great Plague of 
London. 
 
The composer, Handel, stayed there in the 18th century and wrote 
several of his works there. 
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The local Odeon cinema is the oldest building in  
the U.K to have a cinema and is reputed to be 
haunted.  
 
 
The Haunch of Venison pub has been in the same 
building since the 14th century and Churchill and 
Eisenhower are said to have met there to plan the 
D-Day landings in the 2nd world war. 
 
 
Markets have been a regular event since 1227 
and are still held on Tuesdays and Saturdays.     
 
 
The ghost of the 2nd Duke of Buckingham is said to haunt Debenhams, 
the department store, as he was beheaded there in 1483.   
 
 
 
There is still an annual St Georges Day celebration and parade, which 
originally started in the 13th century.    
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A few facts about Stratford…… 
. 
Its name comes from the old 
English word, ��������
meaning street, and ford, 
meaning a roman road crossed 
the river at that point. 
 
It is Anglo-Saxon in origin and 
grew as a market town in 
medieval times, becoming 
legally recognised as a town in 
1196, which makes it officially 
over 800 years old.  
 
The town was a centre for 
selling the meat and wool of 
the sheep from the countryside 
around the town. 
 
William Shakespeare’s father 
bought and sold wool illegally. 

 
 
 
 
 
David Garrick, a famous actor, 
to mark Shakespeare’s 
birthday, built the first, real 
theatre, of wood in 1796. 
 
The Royal Shakespeare 
Company was formed in 
Stratford by Sir Peter Hall, in 
1961. 
 
Within the town are 5 houses 
relating to Shakespeare’s life 
and family.  
 
Shakespeare was born in 
Henley Street in 1564, in a 
half-timbered house his father 
bought in1556. 
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Shakespeare was baptised 
and christened in the holy 
Trinity church of Stratford. 
 
The Shrieves house in Sheep 
street dates from the 16th 
century and is one of the oldest 
still lived-in houses in the town 
and Oliver Cromwell is said to 
have stayed there in 1651. 
 
Each year on the 12th October 
Stratford holds one of the 
largest mop fairs in the 
country. 
 

 
 
 
These started 600-700 years 
ago when farm workers, 
servants and craftsmen  

 
 
dressed in their best clothes 
and went to a fair to find new 
employment at the end of their 
contracts. They would carry a 
tool to show their work skills 
and unskilled workers carried 
mops.  
 
Employers would go to find 
new workers and when a 
worker was hired he would put 
down his tools and pin bright 
ribbons on his clothes to show 
that he had found work. 
 
The employer gave his new 
worker a little money, which 
the worker then spent on the 
food and drink stalls and 
games at the fair.
